"Natural grade” is defined as the *‘grade unalfected by construction techniques such as fill, landscaping, or berming.”

A reference level is shown in cach of the worksheet diagrams of the various building types. For preperty locatians in
zones A1-A30, AE, AH, and A (with BFE), Line 2 of the.Elevation Cerlilicate indicates that the elevation should be
measured from the lop of the reference levél floor.

after December 31, 1974.
