This is outlined in the Town Code (Section 150.30, Building Permit Required, Subsection (D)) as follows:

No person shall erect or construct, or proceed with the erection of any building or structure, nor repair, add to, enlarge, move, improve, ater,
convert, extend, or demolish any bulding or structure in the Town, or cause the same to be done without frst obtaining 2 building permit
therefor from the Building Offcial, unless the work is deemed to be minor work. “Minor work" shall be defined as improvements or repairs with
1o change affecting the mechanical or technical code, that have no structural effect whatsoever to the building or structure. Examples include,
but are not limited to:
