This permit is approved subject to the following conditions and stipulations and
as shown on the attached sketch or plan sheet.

GENERAL

1.

2.

Construction is to be done at Permittee’s expense.

If the construction, as approved by this permit, is not started within 90
days or is incomplete at the end of 360 calendar days from the approved
date, this permit shall be null and void and all work not accepted by the
Department will be removed from the Rights-of-Way at the permittee’s
expense.

The D.O.T. retains the right to make alteration to the attached sketch or
character of work, as may be considered necessary or desirable, during the
progress of the work for satisfactory completion of the proposed
construction.

The D.O.T. retains the right to require removal of any part of construction
not in compliance with these requirements. This shall be at the
Permittee’s expense.

DRAINAGE

1.

The applicant assumes all responsibility, during and after completion of
construction, for the quality of the water at all locations where it is
being permitted to be introduced into the drainage facilities on the
Department of Transportation right-of-way or easement. The Department
retains the right to void this permit and require removal of all drainage
connections if the quality of water is not maintained within limitations
established by the Department of Pollution Control or other appropriate
governmental agencies. If discharge of water by Permittee should at any
time raise the level of pollutants in the Department’s drainage facility
to the point where the Department is in wviolation of a statute or
regulation, Permittee will either:

(a) Immediately cease such discharge.

(b) Remove pollutants ~from the water Dbefore discharging into
Department facilities.

Catch basins or inlets will be constructed in accordance with attached
details or Department of Transportation Plan Index Sheet No.
If detail is not shown they shall be constructed with an 8" bottom and 8"
walls of reinforced concrete. Minimum grate size is 28" x 36" cast iron.

Pipe culverts shown on the permit must be new pipe and must

meet F.D.O.T. specifications, type, size and length as described on the
permit. Each joint or length of pipe shall be D.O.T. stamp or tag affixed
verifying this approval. All concrete pipe joints other than O ring
joints must be diapered. All culverts are to be inspected by the D.O.T.
prior to the placement of f£ill. At some locations culverts may not be
required. When this is the case, construct the driveway(s) in such a
manner so that the natural flow of water through the swale paralleling the
pavement is not being obstructed.

All conflicting
utilities must be adjusted prior to work commencing. If an adjustment is
required, it will be at the expense of the permittee.

Median crossovers, left turn storage lanes, deceleration lanes,
acceleration tapers, or pavement widening strips and transitions are made
a part of this permit and are to be constructed in conjunction with the
driveway connection.

Curb shall be constructed of Class I concrete with a 28-day
minimum compressive strength of 2500 psi.

All shoulders within the project shall be constructed of a stabilized

material the same width as the typical section of the roadway where the
project is being constructed with a 3/4":1’ slope toward the outside. All
ditches are to be re-aligned in pavement widening areas to provide a
maximum of 4:1 front slope and to match existing ditch grades with the
full pavement widening areas. Front slopes within pavement transitions
shall be constructed from a 6:1 slope at the beginning and end of widening
to a 4:1 slope at full widening areas and match existing ditch grade.

The permittee shall be responsible for all f£fill material required for
construction of all items made a part of this permit including that
material required to construct the shoulder and front slope to the proper
cross section. All unusable materials will be disposed of by the
permittee.

All portions of the right-of-way disturbed during construction will be
regraded, mulched, seeded, & fertilized or sodded in accordance with the
most recent specifications of the F.D.O0.T. and as directed by the
Maintenance Engineer. Sodding may be required in specific areas. Area at
culverts end are to be sodded and sod will be placed at the edge of all
new pavement and disturbed areas adjacent to existing pavement.

All required roadway striping, pavement symbols and raised pavement markers
are to be the responsibility of the permittee according to Standard Index.
All pavement markings required by the permit will be installed by the
Permittee.

Mailboxes shall be installed in accordance with Standard Index 532.

It shall be the responsibility of the permittee to retain the services of
an engineering firm or competent contractor personnel for the purpose of
performing the necessary field lay-out work required to properly construct
this project. This work shall be coordinated with the F.D.O.T.
Maintenance Office and all alignment and grades are to be checked and
approved by the F.D.O.T. Inspector before starting work.

Inspection of all phases of work covered under this permit will be a the

discretion of the Department of Transportation’s Engineer. Once
construction has commenced, it will be required that the project progress
as rapidly as possible. It shall be one continual operation until
completed. ’
